General Rules of the Road, Drive Outs, Impromptu’s and Other Gatherings

Required reading for ALL members

Use common sense, be courteous and follow all motor vehicle laws.
Observe posted speed limits and speed adyvisories.

Do not go faster than you are comfortable driving.

Do not drive in an unsafe manner to keep up or catch up with the
group.

Do not tailgate.

Signal all turns in advance.

Pass only in legally designated areas and only when safe to do so.
Do not dominate the roadway; allow non-club vehicles to pass
where appropriate.

Drive consistent with road conditions and posted “Warnings”.

Use two lanes were available to negotiate intersections and turns.
Signal a need to stop by using your flashers; the “sweep” car will
stop with you.

Pull completely off the roadway if stopping becomes necessary.
Use a “relay” of flashing headlights to signal the leader for a group
stop.

If necessary, leader will stop and “regroup” after passing through a
congested area

If you pass the leader or wave the “sweep” car by, you have left
the group.

Be considerate of business needs when utilizing their parking lots.

If you become unable to drive, let us know, someone will drive for
you.

Any continuous unsafe driving that endangers the group or reflects
negatively on the OPMC will result in the immediate suspension of
the planned activity and a review of the membership status by the
offending driver.
